(Hebrews 4:12) For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper 
than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, 
and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of 
the heart. 
 
(Psalm 119:105) Your word is a lamp unto my feet and a light unto my 
path.  
 
(Matthew 4:4) Jesus answered, “It is written: ‘Man shall not live on bread 
alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of God.’ ” 
 
(1John 5:14-15) This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if 
we ask anything according to his will, he hears us. 15 And if we know that he 
hears us—whatever we ask—we know that we have what we asked of him.  
 
(Romans 10:17 NKJV) So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the 
word of God.  
 
(John 8:31-32) If you continue in my word then you are truly my disciples 
and you will know the truth & the truth will set you free. 
 
(2 Timothy 3:16-17) All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for 
teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, 17 so that the 
man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.  

(Joshua 1:8) Do not let this Book of the Law depart from your mouth;
